Now the Internet is the place for free communication where people can
exchange any information. In network everyone can choose entertainment, which
he wants to see. Internet users try to find answers on any questions. Users discuss
many topics. But the most people think that Internet is a source of entertainment.
The entertainment role of the Internet is so great for many people, that the Internet
replaced reading and TV. Humor is one of the common topics in World Wide
Web. People connect to net for relax and pleasure. Therefore resources, which
specialize on entertainment, are so popular. On humor websites, we can meet any
format of humor [1].

The humor of the Internet is the best reflection of our reality. By published
humorous sites you can judge what is happening in the world. It is important to
note that the Internet is a zone of the dialogue of cultures and languages. The main
feature of the world including Russian network jargon is a strong influence the
English language, which is a standard for the most part of Internet. To be proved,
we consider humor in the Internet by the example of native speakers of English
language.

banana skin sense of humor —  British opinion of American

jokes;
shaggy-dog stories –comical stories without logic

Another important feature of English humor is wordplay. It's favorite
pastime of the British, incomprehensible for foreign people with small
knowledge of English language. As it is known, there are many words with
«double bottom» in English. British like to call music groups, clubs by means
of  such  words.  The  most  striking  example  –  the  Beatles  group,  in  which  two
common English words. From the one hand, beat is a rhythm, and from the
other hand, beetles are bugs [2].

To understand English humor, you need to know national peculiarities of
character, culture and tradition of British. Not accidentally, the British are
considered  strange.  It  can  be  compared  with  wide  Russian  soul,  which  the  mind
does not understand.

If you are not familiar with speech patterns of English language, you will
be incredibly difficult to grasp the essence of English jokes, especially, those
whose humor lies on the pun.

We do not understand English humor because we are representatives of two
different countries and nationalities. Each of us has the habits, the life style, the
history,  the  traditions  and  customs,  the  government,  the  preferences  etc.  So  we
can't understand feature of English jokes. But for the most Englishmen their jokes
are incredibly funny. The same rule works opposite: when you translate our jokes
into English language we can lose its meaning or it would still be
incomprehensible to the Englishman, as he does not understand our reality.

Of course, while reading a collection of English jokes, translated into
Russian language, we don’t practically laugh. For example:

They make light of our
failures so as to appear more humble, approachable and relatable. There is no room
for egos in British humor.

WAIT, WERE THEY JOKING?
Combine self-deprecation with a dose of understated sarcasm. Sarcasm can

be hard to spot in a new language and a new culture. Sarcasm is used so often in
day-to-day life that you will soon be a natural at detecting it. For example: «I really
like how loud you play your music.»

DON’T TAKE WHAT THEY SAY SERIOUSLY
Brits are famous for being very, very polite, but a surefire sign that a Brit

likes you is if they happily «offend» you with the occasional witty, tongue-in-
cheek comment. It can be used to make light of differences with new friends in an
attempt to spark conversation.

A tongue-in-cheek comment is not always appropriate. It’s all about honing
your humor to suit the occasion and place. For example: «I can’t be friends with
someone who doesn’t drink tea!»

BRITS FIND HUMOR IN ALMOST EVERYTHING
Brits use humor to lighten even the most unfortunate, miserable moments.

Misfortune and failure are commonplace in British comedy – provided the jokes
are in good taste. In most cultures, there is a time and place for humor. In Britain,
this is not the case. For example:  «I tripped and fell over in front of everyone but
at least I didn’t embarrass myself!» [4].

The Englishman can be recognized by three symptoms: stiffness, arrogance
and sense of humor that will never be understandable to foreigners.

English conversation is a kind of serious-unserious picks, in which the sides
instantly pick up the offered role and play them in the right  manner.  Alas,  on an
equal footing to participate in such a conversation, it is necessary most a little - to
be born an Englishman.
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Virtual reality in the worldwide network Internet is qualitatively new social
sphere created in the last two decades. Besides it is a dynamically developing and
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technically improved system now. For designation of users of these resources in
modern philosophy there was a concept «social network Internet». The
maintenance of this concept means long and quite certain human relations, staying
in virtual space of world network.

Why the World web in process of the technical improvement increasingly
becomes space of communication of people? Ease of the introduction in contact
and publications of the works, thoughts and projects affects. Besides style of
communication in the Internet - communities is not formal that attracts many users,
especially young. Resources of global network allow to realize communicative
aspirations of the person with bigger ease, than in the real world. It is possible to
find adherents quickly, i.e. people with the same interests. And what is important,
it is quickly possible to get respect and recognition in virtual space at least. Besides
it is impossible to forget about such benefits of this communication medium as low
cost and technical reliability of feedback in comparison with other modern media.

Under the influence of processes of informatization of society, and also
existing in mass consciousness of a cult of individualization some traditional
groups have lost former value and break up. Quite often people become reserved,
are fenced off from long contacts even in a family. In such conditions the Internet
space became a good alternative to the real world as the environment of
satisfaction of requirements. Really, Cartesian «I think, therefore, I exist» has
given way to the new declaration «Be Always Busy and Be in Touch — Means to
Live».

Already today, it is obvious that communication in this network is very
specific. In scientific and philosophical community the question of specific
features of communication and communication in the Internet - space is actively
discussed. In the course of work on a subject as the author the following peculiar
features of communications and the relations of people in computer Internet reality
are revealed:

1. A real opportunity to create a certain image of itself. The selected alias
can significantly disperse from real age, sex, a kind of activity, the place of
residence, etc. of the person. It is important to emphasize that the virtual
communities can consist not only of real people, but also invented imaginary
characters. It would be possible to call this line anonymity. In daily communication
it in many respects so. However it is set that absolute anonymity in case of the
current technical development doesn't exist. In case of a certain access to databases
on number of the computer it is possible to identify any user.

 The truth it would be possible to object here: unless the person doesn't put
on a mask in real life, being published? Sometimes this mask approaches a face.
And at times – to a mask. Everything depends on tendency of the person – sublime
or low. Some researchers (for example, the writer and philosopher A. V. Katsura)
call a mask «objemlemy human line» [1].

2. In daily communication on the wide area network the Internet there are
no restrictions on an occasion of the place of communication. And the space of
human interactions extended extremely, more than ever earlier. Though it also is
virtual.
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3. Remote communication in global network can remove psychological and
social problems of the person. It occurs owing to lack of corporality in this type of
communication. In spite of the fact that various products like Skype, Lite, ICQ,
Pro, Miranda, Trillian, Viber, messenger, etc. transfer the video image of partners
in communication, there is no corporality. «Lack of visual contact» (except for the
called and some other software products) disposes to more informal
communication», «it is possible not to care for how you look, all the same», «you
don't see the interlocutor therefore the relation impartial» etc.

4. In network communication there is no status interaction. In other words,
in this environment assessment of participants of communication occurs only
through assessment of  content  of  interactions.  In this  sense it  is  possible to claim
that this technical and social reality is less formalized and more democratic.

5. Not synchronism of communication, i.e. violation of a temporal context
of communication. For example, the blog represents talk. People usually
communicate with the help of comments on what is of to them interest and in what
they have a personal relation. In it difference of the blog from a monologue of
normal news. Talk implies a subject or focus. Focus can be a miscellaneous. For
example, subject or emotional.

As the blog is bound at the right time, he aims at the maximum updates and
novelty; and owing to the fact that it, is subjective new events are comprehended
and receive defined (occasionally very various) a treatment. Because of it blogs —
the good environment for the birth of the new ideas, and social measurement of
blogs gives to these ideas the environment for distribution and growth.

The blog exists in time: records appear in a chronological order. However
the author can group records and in other characteristics. In it difference of the
blog from the normal website which contents remain invariable. The blog has the
partitioned structure; in a sense it «traveling notes».

 Researchers emphasize uniqueness of the blog as informative instrument
of communication. It provides technical capability both to put a problem and to
receive collective back coupling and to report new data, to continue an address
discussion with any new addressee.

 6. Informative frames of communication on the Internet are much wider,
than in real life. An opportunity to speak anything opens. Other interlocutors dare
to  lie  and  deceive.  In  the  same  blogosphere  talk  is  carried  on,  including,  and  on
frank subjects. The blog allows discussing such subjects on which young men,
teenagers and adults, often don't dare to talk in real life.

7. «Simplicity of communication». Absence of rules and difficult
grammatical constructions occasionally reaches a limit. However it provides a big
level of understanding of each other with participants of communication.

As it became obvious, the most dangerous negative moment of Internet
communication, psychological dependence is. Having, for example, the blog, it is
necessary to fill up it with new information always. It is impossible just to make
once «post» and to wait for visitors; readers regularly need new records on the
chosen subject. You shouldn't forget also that communities of swindlers which do
mailings (so-called «spams») are very widespread in a cyberspace. Thereby they
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deliver not only the necessary and expected information, but also persuasive
advertizing, unreliable and false information.

Online stores
give us the opportunity to comfortable home shopping; online broadcasts allow us
to watch TV programs, sports programs, news, what is a good substitute for
televion. And social networks provide communication between people even when
they are far away from each other. «Everyone can communicate with friends and
colleagues, find people with whom communication was interrupted, and to
reconnect with them, and also to get new acquaintances. According to statistics,
nowadays there are a lot of cases when the acquaintance of men and women via the
Internet lead to the formation of new families» [1]. Very often single people find
their «virtual» friends with whom you can talk about similar interests or to share
their  problems  without  fear  that  somebody  finds  out  about  them.  The  world  of
social networks is rich in social groups which are classified by interests, for
example, a group of fans of the football club or a group of aficionados of the TV
series. Social networks are used not only for communication but for browsing
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photos of friends, acquaintances or celebrities registered in the social networks.
Modern youth tends to gain the most «likes» by putting some new photos in social
network. So we can conclude that social networks are very important nowadays
and they play a huge role in the life of modern youth.

«Nowadays  there  are  many  social  networks,  so  we  can  classify  them  by
type, by availability and by region [2].

Social networks classified by type are used to various purposes. It means
that each type is distributed according to the interests of users (Picture 1).

The criterion of availability allows determining the degree of «openness»
of the social network. The whole number of social networks, including  Facebook,
is absolutely public. In other words, everybody can go at the user page without
signing up and see any information. Closed projects are much rarer. Usually the
type is closed because of the theme of communication on this resource. As a rule,
it’s required «invite»– an invitation from a current member – for entry into the
social network. Mixed networks allow or opening or hiding the user information
for the participant (Picture 2).

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In other words classification by region can be called geographical
classification. It shows the degree of importance of the social networks in the
world, seperate country or defined territory (Picture 3).

It’s  a  very  important  issue  of  the  popularity  of  social  networks  among
students. Which networks are the most popular among students and why? It was a
survey using questionnaires among the students of the 1-2 courses of Ryazan
Polytechnic University for more exact information. More than 210 boys and girls
answered the questions of the questionnaire.

Calculation of results by popularity were conducted in the following way:
summarized «points» of each social network, and then the obtained findings were
transferred to percent. The research revealed the following: the most popular
network among students is «Vkontakte» (46%), the second is the network
«Instagram» (25%), the third is Twitter (18%), the fourth is «Classmates» (6%),
and the last is «Facebook» (5%) (Picture 4).

As for the reasons of popularity, the students unanimously noted the
convenience: the ability to quickly find out information from friends or
acquaintances, to meet new people and just «kill» free time.

Knowing all the advantages of social networking, it is important to note
and disadvantages. Being an active Internet user, we may notice that some sites
offer  to  perform  any  service  only  after  sending  text  messages.  For  example,  to
download a movie, a book, a game, to know the results of passed the online test
it’s necessary to send an SMS-message. What is the connection of this type of
fraud with social networks? The answer is simple: the advertising on the malicious
sites usually spread through social networks. A solution to this problem would be
the introduction of censorship to suspicious websites. The second danger
associated with dependence on social networks that contain some paid services.
«For  example,  one  of  the  famous  networks  has  the  ability  to  send  messages  via
usual SMS: when you receive a message on your account, you get a notification on
your mobile phone and can answer by SMS message. Of course, highly dependent
person seeks to use a social network fully, without any restrictions, and, as a rule,
pays for such dubious services» [3].

The aim of the next type of fraud is the acquisition of your page on the
social network. So a crook can find out detailed information about you: your

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contacts, information about your friends, to read the correspondence, it can lead to
fraudulent activity on your page. This type of fraud is called phishing. Its essence
lies in the fact that hacker «slips» false page instead of the actual page where you
enter your username and password, and thus you do give to the scammer the data
from your page. This can happen if you have followed the wrong link on a social
network. For purposes of security you should never click on such links and
carefully check the address of the desired social network.

Another danger of social networking is the control of the person using
them. «After reviewing, do you have a page in social networks; hackers are
exploring the following topics:

1) The Interests (The groups which are belong to you, places of work and
study. Such data can be obtained, for example, in «VK» and «Odnoklassniki»);

2) Friends (Especially those who actively write, for example, on the wall in
the network «Vkontakte»);

3) Photos (place, time, contents of photo, «Instagram»),
4) Personal information (address, contacts («VK», «Odnoklassniki»,

«Facebook»), your thoughts (tweets in «Twitter» or status «VK»)
 (address, contacts  «VK», «Odnoklassniki», «Facebook», your thoughts

(e.g., tweets in Twitter or status «VC»).
From these data any person can find out a lot about a human, in principle,

almost everything! The main problem is people forget about safety on social
networks what can severely damage them [4].

Thus, it’s important to know safety rules, reasonable use of personal
information (contacts, correspondence) and time. Despite the fact that the XXI
century is the time of technologies, it’s necessary to remember that the virtual
world will never replace the real.
